Style:
Do not overcrowd and create an unreadable paper by making the lettering or the spacing too small in the text.

Font:
Times or Times New Roman (Type 1)

Paper Size and Layout: (Reminder conversion: 1 inch = 2.54 cm)
-
Paper Size:  US Letter Paper - 11” high, 8.5” wide or 27.94 cm x 21.59 cm.
-
Paper Margins:  0.75 inches (1.905 cm) for left, right and top margins. The bottom margin should be 1” (2.54 cm).  Columns should left-and right-justify.  Space between the two columns should be 0.5” (1.27 cm).
-
All manuscripts must be typed single space (or equivalent) to fit within the two column borders. Small typefaces can create severe readability problems when printed. Please do not use a smaller print than 10 point.

-
DO NOT PLACE OR HAVE YOUR ID NUMBER in the body of your paper. 

-
DO NOT page number your paper, it will now become part of a collection of papers.

-
Two (2) Column style of text and should left-and right-justify (full justification).

-
Last page of your paper: try to adjust the lengths of the two columns so they are even.

-
Use either one or two spaces between sections and between text and tables or figures to manipulate the column length.

-
Define abbreviations and acronyms the first time they are used.

-
Please remember to spell check your entire paper.

Format:

Please follow this format even if you use LaTeX to prepare your manuscript. Nevertheless submissions of the camera-ready papers are only accepted in PDF format.
